Nancy Douglass requests $500 for Kid’s Day Out. The Kid’s Day Out Committee is currently in the process of
planning the 2010 event. This year’s event will take place on Saturday, August 28, 2010 starting at 11:00 am at
the Bloomfield Town Hall located at N1100 Townhall Road in Pell Lake, Wisconsin, just south of Lake Geneva.
The primary goal of the Kid's Day Out event is to complete child identification kits on all area children. This kit
includes fingerprints, photograph, physical description, medical record, and a DNA sample. Identification kits
are crucial to the recovery of missing and abducted children. Identification kits should be updated annually to
ensure accurate information. The children are also educated and given materials about safety issues and crime
prevention. The secondary goal of the event is to provide a non-threatening environment for children to
interact with local law enforcement and emergency personnel. Children are less likely to engage in criminal
activities if they have a trusting relationship with their local police officers. We use this event as a way to build
these relationships between the community and the police department. The event is filled with many hands-on
activities, games, and demonstrations. Each child also receives a free raffle ticket where they can choose an
item donated from businesses around the county. Activities include face painting, temporary tattoos, sand art,
foam art, cookie decorating, speed pitch, and a free lunch. We cannot forget the most popular event, the dunk
the police officer. There are also demonstrations by Local Police and Fire Departments including Bloomfield,
Genoa City, and Lake Geneva. This event is completely FREE to the children. In 2009, almost 500 children from
throughout the county participated in this event and completed identification kits. | am making a member
request of $500 to go towards this very important and worthwhile event.
